- 92 CBD Parties signed the Protocol while it was
open for signature (2 Feb 2011 - 1 Feb 2012)

- Entry into force on the 90th day deposit of the 50th
iInstrument of ratification or accession

- 29 countries have deposited so far, including 2
from CEE: Albania and Tajikistan.

- 50 instrument has to be deposited by 7 July 2014
to convene MOP-1 concurrently with COP-12 in
