 ‘The Ministry of Natural Resources and Environmental 

Protection, the Ministry of Health and the Ministry of 
Agriculture and Food have been nominated as National 
Competent Authorities on biosafety issues by the Resolution 
of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Belarus of June 
5, 2002 N. 734. The Law “On Safety of Genetic Engineering 
Activities” of 6 January, 2006 No.96-3 regulates such areas of 
that activity as GMO development, its transporting, handling 
and processing and field trial testing under the first release of 
GMO into the environment. 

  GMO import and export is under the control of the State 
Customs Committee of the Republic of Belarus in 
accordance with the Resolution of the Committee “On the 
Procedure of Information Submission to the State Scientific 
Institution “Institute of Genetics and Cytology at the National 
Academy of Sciences of Belarus” of February 16, 2009, N. 7. 
The National Biosafety System (NBS) has been established in 
Belarus after the country accession to the Cartagena 
Protocol on Biosafety to the Convention on Biodiversity in 
2002. This system ensures the safe biotechnology activities 
and protection of biodiversity and human health against 
possible adverse effect of GMO on them. NBS includes the 
following elements: 

 (1) legislation; 
 (2) administrative system (system of the state expert 

examination for GMO, risk assessment, decision making, 
administrative system, system of gaining, keeping and 
disseminating information); 
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
